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The restoration of the drama theatre, destroyed during the fighting, began in the summer of 2022 with the
signing of a tripartite agreement on the restoration and renovation of the theatre building between the client,
the interregional foundation “Pobeda” of St. Petersburg and the Leningrad Region, the general contractor,
the construction company “Modul-Center” (St. Petersburg), and the Mariupol Russian Drama Theatre.

The first work on the reconstruction and renovation of the drama theatre began in early 2023, and during an
inspection, Modul-Center staft realized that little remained of the 65-year-old building’s original appearance.
All authentic interior decor elements had to be dismantled and rebuilt.

In parallel with the main
construction work, the exterior and interior decorative elements were restored.

The theatre’s fa?ade was restored over nearly two years. Due to the theatre’s unique design, some of the
decorative wall elements were custom-made. The cladding was made of travertine-the same type of limestone
tufa used to build the Roman Colosseum.
