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TO THE STUDENT

Ta1s word book for booklets one to ten of our series of
Graded German Readers is intended to be complete
except for numerals, names of days and months, and a
few obvious cognates.

The noun is given in its principal parts, i.e. nomina-
tive and genitive (except of feminines) singular and
nominative plural: thus, der bend, —8, —¢; bdie Frau, —en.
The umlaut in the plural is indicated by two dots
over a hyphen (<), e.g. bag8 Haus, —ed, «er.

Weak verbs are listed only in the infinitive: Ileben,
live.

Irregular weak verbs are given with their principal
parts, i.e. infinitive, past, and past participle: bringen,
bradte, gebradt.

The modal auxiliaries are given like irregular weak
verbs, except that the third person of the present in-
dicative is added in parentheses, e.g. bdiirfen (barf),
burfte, gedurft. 1 |

Strong verbs which change the stem vowel in the
present indicative are given like the modal auxiliaries,
e.g. geben (gibt), gab, gegeben; all jothers are given like
irregular weak verbs, e.g. jingen, jang, gejungen. The use
of fein as perfect auxiliary is indicated thus: fommen,
fam, it gefommen.

Verbs with separable prefixes are printed with a
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hyphen: ab-fegen. An asterisk after a compound verb
indicates that the principal parts are given under the
simple verb: an-fommen,* empfangen. *

Adjectives which take umlaut in comparison are
printed thus: jung (=); a few irregular ones are com-
pared in full : qut, beffer, beft.

All words not stressed on the first syllable are printed
with an accent after the stressed vowel: gebo’ren,
Anefdo’te, Stude'nt.

The vocabulary is so arranged as to call the student’s
attention to the “ word families ” which make the
learning of German words easier than would otherwise
be the case: note for example arbeiten, Biirger, Gliicf.
In other cases cross references remind you of helpful
relationships with other words.

The numbers after the English definitions in the vo -
cabulary refer to the booklets in the Series in which
the German words occur for the first time.
